6. Parents will never use profanity, drugs, alcohol, or tobacco during any game or 
   training session.

7. Parents will always show good sportsmanship and set an example for their child.

8. Parents will ask their child to treat other players, coaches, fans, and officials with 
   respect regardless of race, sex, creed or ability.

9. Parents will place the emotional and physical well being of their child ahead of their 
   personal desire to win.

10. Parents will never strike, shove, threaten to strike, or lay a hand upon an official, 
     player or spectator.
